
21. 203  Optional Campus Master Plan Vision Statement 
 
Some campus master plans have developed university campus vision statements 
which describe the ideal future appearance and qualities of the university and its 
role in the host community and region.  If a University’s plan includes a vision 
statement, the required and optional elements should be consistent with that 
vision.  As an option, elements may include guiding principles that reinforce the 
campus vision statement and describe the outcome or desired end-state for the 
campus.  If applicable, the campus vision statement should be compatible with 
the vision plan of the host local government.
