REGULATION NUMBER AND TITLE: 7.002 Tuition and Fee Assessment,
Collection, Accounting and Remittance

SUMMARY: This regulation is being amended to ensure compliance with
section 1004.07, Florida Statutes, which provides guidance on a student’s
withdrawal from courses due to military service. A summary of the proposed
changes to Regulation 7.002 is as follows:

Changes ‘Involuntary call’ to ‘Orders’ to describe when a student may
receive a 100% refund of tuition and fees; and
References Board Regulation 6.013.

7.002 Tuition and Fee Assessment, Collection, Accounting and Remittance.

(1) Each university shall establish by regulation procedures for the payment, waiver
and refund of fees, fines and penalties appropriately assessed.

(2) The university president or designee may approve deferred payment when financial
aid is delayed in being transmitted to the student through circumstances beyond the
control of the student or formal arrangements have been made by the student with the
university for payment. Each university shall develop procedures and terms for such
deferment.

(3) For budgeting purposes, the tuition, out-of-state fee, Application Fee, a minimum of
50 percent of the Late Payment Fee, and a minimum of 50 percent of the Late
Registration Fee shall be budgeted in the Student and Other Fee Trust Fund for state
fundable credit hours. Fees for non-state fundable credit hours will be budgeted in the
appropriate trust fund.
